6th Sunday after Pascha - Tone 5 & Eothinón 8 

 
Lord I have cried 

 Tone 5 
O Lord, I have cried to you, listen to me; 

O Lord, listen to me. 
O Lord, I have cried to you, listen to me; 

Note the voice of my plea when I cry to you. 
O Lord, listen to me. 

 
2 Let my prayer prosper before you like incense, 
 the raising of my hands be an evening sacrifice. 

O Lord, listen to me. 
 
S10: Lead my soul from prison 
 that I may acknowledge your name. 
O Christ, you have put the Devil to shame by your precious cross.  
You have blunted the sting of sin and saved us from the gates of 
death by your resurrection.  We glorify you, only begotten Lord. 
 
S9: The just will wait for me, 
 until you reward me. 
Christ was led like a sheep to the slaughter in order to grant 
resurrection to the human race.  The princes of Hades were 
frightened by this, for the gates of sorrow were raised.  Christ the 
King of glory had entered.  He said to those in chains, “Go out,” and 
to those in darkness, “Come to the light.” 
 
S8: O Lord, I have cried to you from the depths; 

O Lord listen to my voice. 
O great wonder!  The Creator of invisible matter suffered in the 
flesh in his love for the human race and rose again as immortal 
Lord.  O families of nations, come and worship him.  We have been 
rescued from error by his compassion and have learnt to sing about 
one God in three persons. 
 
S7: Let your ears note 

the voice of my plea. 
O unfading Light, we offer you our evening worship.  You shone on 
the world in the flesh in these last days as though in a glass.  You 
even descended to Hades to banish its darkness.  You have revealed 
the light of the resurrection to the nations.  Glory to you, O Lord, 
Giver of light, glory to you! 
 
S6: O Lord, if you mark offences, who will stand? 

But there is forgiveness with you. 
We glorify the Author of our salvation.  The world was saved from 
deceit by his resurrection from the dead.  The choir of angels 
rejoices as the error of demons takes flight.  Fallen Adam rises as 
the Devil is overthrown. 
 
S5: O Lord, I have waited for you for your name’s sake; 

my soul has waited for your word, 
my soul has hoped in the Lord. 

The guards were instructed by the lawless people, “Hide the 
resurrection of Christ; take money and say, ‘The body was stolen 
from the tomb while we were asleep.’  But who has heard of a body 
being stolen, a body anointed and naked, with its grave clothes left 
behind in the tomb?  O Jews, do not be deceived, study the words of 
the prophets and understand that he is truly the Redeemer of the 
world and all-powerful. 
 
S4: Let Israel hope in the Lord 

from morning watch until night, 
from morning watch. 

O Lord our Saviour, you have captured Hades and trampled on 
death; you have enlightened the world by your precious cross; have 
mercy on us. 
 

Tone 2 
S3: For there is mercy with the Lord 

and abundant redemption with him. 
He will redeem Israel from all his offences. 

S2: Every nation, praise the Lord; 
every people, acclaim him! 

The man who was blind from birth asked himself, “Was I born blind 
because of sins of my parents or am I a living sign of the 
faithlessness of the people?  I am not content to continue asking 
whether it is night or day.  My feet can no longer endure tripping on 
the stones.  O Christ our God, I can see nothing: neither the shining 
sun or the image of my Maker, but I plead with you, “Observe me 
and have mercy on me.” X2 
 
S1: For his mercy is strengthened over us 
 and the truth of the Lord remains for ever. 
When Jesus passed beside the Temple, he met a man who hade been 
blind from birth.  He had compassion on him, put spittle on his eyes 
and said, “Go and wash in the Pool of Siloam.”  He washed himself 
and then gave glory to God.  His neighbours asked him, “Who 
opened your eyes which no one before could heal?”  “A man called 
Jesus said to me, ‘Wash in Siloam.’ and now I see that he is truly 
Christ the Messiah whom Moses foretold in the Law.  He is the 
Saviour of our souls.” 
 

Glory: Tone 2 
O Lord, when you passed along the way, you met a man who had 
been blind from birth.  Your disciples were puzzled and asked, 
“Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, so that he was born 
blind?”  Jesus answered, “It was not that this man sinned or his 
parents, but that the works of God might be revealed in him.  I must 
work the works of him who sent me, which no one else can do.”  As 
he said this, he spat on the ground and made clay of the spittle.  He 
anointed the man's eyes with the clay and said to him, “Go and wash 
in the Pool of Siloam.”  He went and washed.  He was made whole 
and cried, “O Lord, I believe.”  He worshipped you, and we cry, 
“Have mercy on us.” 
 

Both now: Tone 5 
In the Red Sea of old, a type of the virgin Bride was prefigured.  
There Moses divided the waters; here Gabriel assisted in the 
miracle.  There Israel crossed the sea without getting wet, here the 
Virgin gave birth to Christ without seed.  After Israel's passage, the 
sea remained impassable; after Emmanuel's birth, the spotless Lady 
remained a virgin.  O eternally-existing God, Lord appearing as 
man, have mercy on us.

Today we remember the holy virgin martyr Glykería of Iraklía who 
lived in the Second Century.  She was suspended by her hair and 
beaten.  On the Thirteenth the martyr rejoiced while she trembled 
under the fangs of the beasts and discovered the path to heaven. 
 
Together with her we remember: 
Monks John, Efthymios and George of Athos C10 
Martyr-Monks of the Iveron killed by the Latins C13 
O God, have mercy on us through their holy prayers.  Amen. 
 

Ypómnima 
Today is the sixth Sunday after Pascha. We celebrate the miracle of 
our Lord and God and Saviour Jesus Christ for the man who was 
blind from birth. Jesus was leaving the Temple one day when he 
met a man blind from birth. Desiring to heal him, he made clay to 
anoint his eyes, then sent him to wash in the Pool of Siloam. This 
was fed from a streams flowing around he East of Jerusalem. It was 
not that this pool had any special healing properties, but that Jesus 
wanted to test the faith of the man in sending him to it. Although the 
man was derided by the authorities, he returned to Jesus and 
worshipped him with the words, “O Lord, I believe.” O Christ our 
God, have mercy on us and save us in your great mercy. Amen. 
 

Katavasías

It is 
Pascha, the Pascha of the Lord, for Christ our God has made us pass 
from death to life and from earth to heaven.

7: The one who set free the children from the furnace, becomes man 
and suffers as a mortal.  The one who is the only blessed and most 
glorious God of our fathers clothes the mortal through suffering 
with the splendour of incorruption. 
 
8: Let us praise, bless and worship the Lord. 
This is the chosen and holy day, the first of Sabbaths, the Queen and 
Lady, the Feast of Feasts, and the Festival of Festivals, on which we 
bless Christ for ever.

14 Saying this, 
she turned round and saw Jesus standing, but she did not know that 
it was Jesus.  15 Jesus said to her, "Woman, why are you weeping?  
Whom do you seek?”  Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to 
him, "Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have laid 
him, and I will take him away.”  16 Jesus said to her, "Mary.”  She 
turned and said to him in Hebrew, "Rabboni!" (which means 
Teacher).  17 Jesus said to her, "Do not hold me, for I have not yet 
ascended to the Father; but go to my brothers and say to them, I am 
ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.”  
18 Mary Magdalene went and said to the disciples, "I have seen the 
Lord"; and she told them that he had said these things to her.

16 
Some of the Pharisees said, "This man is not from God, for he does 
not keep the Sabbath.”  But others said, "How can a man who is a 
sinner do such signs?”  There was a division among them.  17 So 
they again said to the blind man, "What do you say about him, since 
he has opened your eyes?”  He said, "He is a prophet.”  18 The Jews 
did not believe that he had been blind and had received his sight, 



until they called the parents of the man who had received his sight, 
19 and asked them, "Is this your son, who you say was born blind?  
How then does he now see?”  20 His parents answered, "We know 
that this is our son, and that he was born blind; 21 but how he now 
sees we do not know, nor do we know who opened his eyes.  Ask 
him; he is of age, he will speak for himself.”  22 His parents said this 
because they feared the Jews, for the Jews had already agreed that if 
anyone should confess him to be Christ, he was to be put out of the 
synagogue.  23 Therefore his parents said, "He is of age, ask him.”  
24 So for the second time they called the man who had been blind, 
and said to him, "Give God the praise; we know that this man is a 
sinner.”  25 He answered, "Whether he is a sinner, I do not know; 
one thing I know, that though I was blind, now I see.”  26 They said 
to him, "What did he do to you?  How did he open your eyes?”  27 
He answered them, "I have told you already, and you would not 
listen.  Why do you want to hear it again?  Do you too want to 
become his disciples?”  28 And they reviled him, saying, "You are 
his disciple, but we are disciples of Moses.  29 We know that God 
has spoken to Moses, but as for this man, we do not know where he 
comes from.”  30 The man answered, "Why, this is a marvel!  You 
do not know where he comes from, and yet he opened my eyes.  31 
We know that God does not listen to sinners, but if anyone is a 
worshiper of God and does his will, God listens to him.  32 Never 
since the world began has it been heard that anyone opened the eyes 
of a man born blind.  33 If this man were not from God, he could do 
nothing.”  34 They answered him, "You were born in utter sin, and 
would you teach us?”  And they cast him out.  35 Jesus heard that 
they had cast him out, and having found him he said, "Do you 
believe in the Son of man?”  36 He answered, "And who is he, sir, 
that I may believe in him?”  37 Jesus said to him, "You have seen 
him, and it is he who speaks to you.”  38 He said, "Lord, I believe"; 
and he worshiped him.
