O Christ, you have put the Devil to shame by your precious cross. You
have blunted the sting of sin and saved us from the gates of death by your
resurrection. We glorify you, only begotten Lord.

Christ was led like a sheep to the slaughter in order to grant resurrection to
the human race. The princes of Hades were frightened by this, for the
gates of sorrow were raised. Christ the King of glory had entered. He said
to those in chains, “Go out,” and to those in darkness, “Come to the light.”

S8: O Lord, I have cried to you from the depths;

O Lord listen to my voice.
O great wonder! The Creator of invisible matter suffered in the flesh in his
love for the human race and rose again as immortal Lord. O families of
nations, come and worship him. We have been rescued from error by his
compassion and have learnt to sing about one God in three persons.

S7: Let your ears note
the voice of my plea.



O unfading Light, we offer you our evening worship. You shone on the
world in the flesh in these last days as though in a glass. You even
descended to Hades to banish its darkness. You have revealed the light of
the resurrection to the nations.

But there is forgiveness with you.
We glorify the Author of our salvation. The world was saved from deceit
by his resurrection from the dead.

my soul has waited for your word,

my soul has hoped in the Lord.
The guards were instructed by the lawless people, “Hide the resurrection
of Christ; take money and say, ‘The body was stolen from the tomb while
we were asleep.” But who has heard of a body being stolen, a body
anointed and naked, with its grave clothes left behind in the tomb? O
Jews, do not be deceived, study the words of the prophets and understand
that he is truly the Redeemer of the world and all-powerful.

S4: Let Israel hope in the Lord

from morning watch until night,

from morning watch.
O Lord our Saviour, you have captured Hades and trampled on death; you
have enlightened the world by your precious cross; have mercy on us.

The man who was blind from birth asked himself, “Was I born blind
because of sins of my parents or am I a living sign of the faithlessness of
the people?

can see nothing: neither the shining sun or the image of my Maker, but I
plead with you, “Observe me and have mercy on me.” X2

S1: For his mercy is strengthened over us

When Jesus passed beside the Temple, he met a man who hade been blind
from birth. He had compassion on him, put spittle on his eyes and said,
“Go and wash in the Pool of Siloam.” He washed himself and then gave
glory to God. His neighbours asked him, “Who opened your eyes which
no one before could heal?” “A man called Jesus said to me, ‘“Wash in
Siloam.” and now I see that he 1s truly Christ the Messiah whom Moses
foretold in the Law. He is the Saviour of our souls.”

Ypomnima
Today is the sixth Sunday after Pascha. We celebrate the miracle of our
Lord and God and Saviour Jesus Christ for the man who was blind from
birth. Jesus was leaving the Temple one day when he met a man blind
from birth. Desiring to heal him, he made clay to anoint his eyes, then sent
him to wash in the Pool of Siloam. This was fed from a streams flowing
around he East of Jerusalem. It was not that this pool had any special
healing properties, but that Jesus wanted to test the faith of the man in
sending him to it. Although the man was derided by the authorities, he
returned to Jesus and worshipped him with the words, “O Lord, I believe.”

In those days as we were going to the place of prayer, we were met by a
slave girl who had a spirit of divination and brought her owners much gain
by soothsaying. 7 She followed Paul and us, crying, "These men are
servants of the Most High God, who proclaim to you the way of
salvation." '® And this she did for many days. But Paul was annoyed, and
turned and said to the spirit, "I charge you in the name of Jesus Christ to
come out of her."

Gospel

At that time Jesus saw a man blind from his birth. 2 And his disciples
asked him, "Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born
blind?” 3 Jesus answered, "It was not that this man sinned, or his parents,
but that the works of God might be made manifest in him. * We must
work the works of him who sent me, while it is day; night comes, when no
one can work. ° As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world.”
6 As he said this, he spat on the ground and made clay of the spittle and
anointed the man's eyes with the clay, 7 saying to him, "Go, wash in the
pool of Silo'am" (which means Sent). So he went and washed and came
back seeing. ® The neighbours and those who had seen him before as a
beggar, said, "Is not this the man who used to sit and beg?” ° Some said,
"It 1s he"; others said, "No, but he is like him.” He said, "I am the man.”
10 They said to him, "Then how were your eyes opened?” ! He answered,
"The man called Jesus made clay and anointed my eyes and said to me,
'Go to Siloam and wash'; so I went and washed and received my sight.” 2
They said to him, "Where is he?” He said, "I do not know.” '3 They
brought to the Pharisees the man who had formerly been blind. '* Now it



was a Sabbath day when Jesus made the clay and opened his eyes. '° The
Pharisees again asked him how he had received his sight. And he said to
them, "He put clay on my eyes, and I washed, and I see.” '® Some of the
Pharisees said, "This man is not from God, for he does not keep the
Sabbath.” But others said, "How can a man who is a sinner do such
signs?” There was a division among them. !7 So they again said to the
blind man, "What do you say about him, since he has opened your eyes?”
He said, "He is a prophet.” '8 The Jews did not believe that he had been
blind and had received his sight, until they called the parents of the man
who had received his sight, '° and asked them, "Is this your son, who you
say was born blind? How then does he now see?” 2° His parents
answered, "We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind; %! but
how he now sees we do not know, nor do we know who opened his eyes.
Ask him; he is of age, he will speak for himself.” 22 His parents said this
because they feared the Jews, for the Jews had already agreed that if
anyone should confess him to be Christ, he was to be put out of the
synagogue. 2* Therefore his parents said, "He is of age, ask him.” 2* So
for the second time they called the man who had been blind, and said to
him, "Give God the praise; we know that this man is a sinner.” 2° He
answered, "Whether he is a sinner, I do not know; one thing I know, that
though I was blind, now I see.” 26 They said to him, "What did he do to
you? How did he open your eyes?” 2’ He answered them, "I have told you
already, and you would not listen. Why do you want to hear it again? Do
you too want to become his disciples?” ?® And they reviled him, saying,
"You are his disciple, but we are disciples of Moses. 2° We know that God
has spoken to Moses, but as for this man, we do not know where he comes
from.” 3° The man answered, "Why, this is a marvel! You do not know
where he comes from, and yet he opened my eyes. 3! We know that God
does not listen to sinners, but if anyone is a worshiper of God and does his
will, God listens to him. 3? Never since the world began has it been heard
that anyone opened the eyes of a man born blind. 3 If this man were not
from God, he could do nothing.” 3* They answered him, "You were born
in utter sin, and would you teach us?” And they cast him out. * Jesus
heard that they had cast him out, and having found him he said, "Do you
believe in the Son of man?” 3¢ He answered, "And who is he, sir, that I
may believe in him?” 37 Jesus said to him, "You have seen him, and it is
he who speaks to you.” 3% He said, "Lord, I believe"; and he worshiped
him.



Especially
The Angel cried to her that is full of grace, “O Pure Virgin, rejoice! And
again I say, ‘Rejoice!” For your Son has risen from the tomb on the third
day.
