Ikos

But all creation rejoices with the prophets and sings a song of
victory to you, our Redeemer and God, for you destroyed the
power of death. Let us also shout and cry aloud to Adam and to
those who are sprung from him, “He has introduced the cross to
him; O faithful, enter the resurrection.”

Synaxarion
Today we remember the holy hieromartyrs Ermolaos, Ermippos
and Ermokratis of Nikomedia who lived in the Fourth Century.
On the Twenty Sixth the evil sword captured the head of
Ermolaos and the others.

On the same day we commemorate the holy and renowned
martyr Paraskevi of Rome who lived in the Second Century. She
lived an ascetic life in poverty and simplicity. On the Twenty
Sixth, although the iron struck loudly at your last hour, you were
able to listen to the angelic choirs of heaven.

Together with them we remember:
Missionary Presbyter Iakov of the Eskimoes C19
O God, have mercy on us through their holy prayers. Amen.
